Introduction :

Our Lady of Guadalupe is one of the most famous apparitions in the world.
According to lore, in 1531 the mother of God appeared to a peasant named Juan Diego
on a hill near present-day Mexico City and asked that he build her a shrine. Twice Juan
Diego reported her appearance to his local bishop, who did not believe him. The second
time, the bishop asked for proof. On the morning of December 12, the vision appeared
again to Juan Diego and directed him to gather flowers at the top of the hill. This was
unusual because it was winter and flowers were not in season. Nonetheless, he
followed her instructions and discovered an array of Castilian roses. The "lady" helped
Juan Diego arrange them in his tilma, or cloak, and he went back to his bishop. When
Juan Diego showed the bishop his cloak, the roses tumbled out and on the inside of the

cloak was an image of the Virgin Mary. Since then, this image has been known as Our
Lady of Guadalupe.
